WebCT Group Management


Creating Discussion Topics for Groups

If the Discussion tool has been added to the course, discussion topics can be created for groups.

Step 1: [image: image1.jpg]


Click the Teach Tab.
Step 2: In the Course Menu, under the Instructor Tools heading, click Group Manager.
Step 3: Select the group(s) by checking in the box next to the name(s).
Step 4: From the Create Group Activity menu, select Discussion topic and click the Go icon [image: image9.png]


 next to it.
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Step 5: After filling in the specifics for this discussion topic, click Save.
Selectively Releasing Discussion Topics 

1. Click the Teach tab, and then the Discussions button or icon.

2. Click the ActionLinks button [image: image3.jpg]


 next to the topic you want to release to a limited number of students or to a group, and then select Set Release Criteria.
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Add Group Criteria

The group criterion is similar to the member criteria except that you can control student access by group associations.

Step 1: After completing the steps from Specify Release Criteria. Click the Add Group Criteria button and a window will appear. 
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Step 2: You have the option to specify which group(s) is granted access by selecting Equals or by specifying which group should be denied access by selecting Does not equal. Choose an option and then continue.

Step 3: Select the check box next to the user id of the group(s) you will be granting or denying access.

Step 4: Click Save.

Step 5: IMPORTANT! Click Save again when you return to the Set Release Criteria window or your settings will be lost.
Selectively Releasing Assignments

      1. Click the Teach tab, and then the Assignments button or icon.

2. Click the ActionLinks button [image: image6.jpg]


 next to the assignment you want to release to a limited number of students or to a group, and then select Set Release Criteria.
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Add Group Criteria
